ART Routes
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▪ Part of the More MARTA Program

▪ First Arterial Rapid Transit (ART) bus routes in the Atlanta metropolitan 
region

▪ ART routes along Cleveland Avenue and Metropolitan Parkway which 
include:
▪ Each route is approximately 5 miles (one way) in mixed traffic
▪ Traffic signal prioritization (TSP) to minimize time spent in traffic
▪ Queue Jump Lanes
▪ Enhanced bus shelters (with the following planned features):

▪ Solar power
▪ 16’ length shelter
▪ Real-time arrival visual displays
▪ Enunciator button real-time arrival messages
▪ Bike racks

▪ Installation of mid-block crossings along Cleveland Avenue

▪ Connections to rail system at West End and East Point Stations

▪ ART special kiosk at rail station bus loops for customer wayfinding
